WTO MEET ENDS WITHOUT MUCH GAINS

Moratorium on e-com taxation stays

Silent on public
stockholding
of foodgrains

THE 13TH MINISTERIAL confer-
ence of the World Trade Organi-
sation (WTO) ended without any
significant progress on further
liberalisation of world trade,even
as'non-trade issues'were kept in
abeyance. The muted outcome
reflected the large divergence
between leading members on
key issues,and the focus on self-
interest rather than multilater-
liasm ina polarised world.

It decided to extend the
moratorium on taxation of cross
border electronic transmissions
for another two years but could
not take any decision on a per-
manent solution on public stock-
holding of food grains for food
security and fisheries subsidies
which were key Indian demands.
Lack of decision on public stock-
holding at the meeting,however,
does not impact government
procurement of food grains and

public distribution system as
India hashad a permanent peace
clause in perpetuity since 2014.
Under the peace clause, India’s
intervention in the food grain
marKkets forlivelihood security of
farmers and food security of the
population cannot be challenged
inthedispute settlement system
of the WTO.

OpenAl says it ‘categorically
disagrees’ with Musk’s suit

OPENAI "CATEGORICALLY DIS-
AGREES" with the lawsuit Elon
Musk filed against the company,
according to an internal memo
sent to employees of the artificial
intelligence startup.

Musk,a co-founder of OpenAl
who is no longer involved in the
company, sued OpenAl and its
chief executive officer Sam Alt-
man late Thursday, alleging the
company’s close relationship
with Microsoft Corp has under-
mined its original mission of cre-
ating open-source technology
thatwouldn’t be subject to corpo-
rate priorities.

OpenAl chief strategy officer
Jason Kwon pushed backat Musk’s
suggestion that the startupis“ade
facto subsidiary” of investor
Microsoftand said thebillionaire’s
claims “may stem from Elon’s
regrets about not being involved
with the company today,” accord-
ingtoacopyof thememoobtained
by Bloomberg News.

Inaseparate memo,also seen
by Bloomberg, Altman called
Musk a hero of his and said he
misses the person he knew who
competed with others by building
better technology.

OpenAl declined to comment
onthe lawsuit or the two memos.

Musk is suing for breach of
contract, breach of fiduciary duty
and claims of unfairbusiness prac-
tices,among other grievances. He
is bringing the suit in the capacity
of a donor to OpenAlI’s nonprofit

Elon Musk, a co-founder of
OpenAl but no longer
involved in the firm, sued
OpenAl and CEO Sam
Altman, alleging the
company's close ties with
Microsoft has undermined
its original mission of
creating open-source tech
that wouldn't be subject
to corporate priorities

parent organisation as recently as
2019 and is seeking to force Ope-
nAl to stop benefitting Microsoft
and Altman personally.

Kwon pointed outinthe memo
that the company’s mission “is to
ensure AGI benefits all humanity,’
usingaterm thatreferstotheoret-
ical software that can perform a
wide range of tasks better than a
human can.Kwonalso said OpenAl
is independent and competes
directlywith Microsoft.

Kwon also said he wanted to
update employees on “inquiries
from government agencies,”’in an
apparentreferencetoaninvestiga-
tion by the Securities and
Exchange Commission that kicked
off after the brief ousting of Alt-
man by the company’s board late
lastyear.

Kwon didn’t mention the
agency by name, but said that
“afterthe events oflast November,
theyasked us forinformationand
this matches what we’d expect
given the circumstances.” Kwon
said the company is cooperating
with the government.

Rubymar ship attacked by Houthis sinks

Cargo ship Rubymar

THE RUBYMAR CARGO ship,
attacked last month, has sunk
in the southern Red Sea,
Yemen's internationally recog-
nised government said in a
statement on Saturday. If veri-
fied, it would be the first vessel
lost since Houthi militants
began targeting commercial
shipping in November.

The government statement
said the ship sunk on Friday
night and warned of an "envi-
ronmental catastrophe". The
ship was carrying more than
41,000 tons of fertilizerwhen it
came under attack, the US mili-
tary's Central Command previ-
ouslysaid.Yemen's Houthi mili-
tants have been attacking
commercial shipsinthe Red Sea
region since mid-November,
saying theyareactinginsolidar-
itywith Palestinians in Gaza.

The international music sen-
sation, who belted out hit
songs such as Diamonds,
Where Have You Been, Rude
Boy and Pourit Up,had Indian
film celebrities like Shah
Rukh Khan-Gauri Khan,Ran-
veer Singh-Deepika
Padukone, Shreya Ghoshal
and Shiamak Davar grooving
to her tunes.

Dressed in a shimmery
body-hugging fluorescent
green and pink outfit,
Rihanna put up her best
moves and also interacted
with the audience at the
grand event, which is being
held over three days at a resi-
dential township situated
close to Reliance Industries
(RIL)'s petroleum refinery

near Jamnagar city.
The 38-year-old singer-
songwriter thanked the

Ambanis for making her a
part of the family affair.
“Thanks to the Ambani fam-
ilyI'm here tonight in honour
of Anant and Radhika. Thank
you for having me here. God
bless your union. I wish you
the best. Congratulations,”
she said.As the prelude of her
song We Found Love played,
Rihanna asked the audience
members if they believed in
love. “Make some noise for
love right now. Send some

extralove to the bride.It's my
honour to be here and I want
you to put your hands
together like this,” the multi-

ple Grammy  winner
said before singing the popu-
lar track.

The Ambani family pre-
sented Rihanna with a bou-
quet and posed for the shut-
terbugs together after her
performance.Later,actor Jan-
hvi Kapoor shared areel of her
shaking alegwith Rihannaon
her song Zingaat from her
debut film Dhadak. “This
woman is a goddess. Stop it
goodbye,” Kapoor captioned
the video.

Before flying out on early
Saturday morning, the singer
took selfies with women cops
and obliged the paparazzi
with pictures. Rihanna was
also photographed sharing a
hug with one of the women
police officers.

According to multiple
media reports, the Barbadian
singer was paid I74 crore for
performing at the celebra-
tion. Meta founder Mark
Zuckerberg with philan-
thropist-wife Priscilla Chan,
Microsoft co-founder Bill
Gates, former US president

Houthi attacks have prompted
shipping firms to divert vessels
ontothelonger,moreexpensive
route around southern Africa.
They have also stoked fears that
the Israel-Hamas war could
spread, destabilising the wider
Middle East.

The United States and
Britain began striking Houthi
targets in Yemen in January in
retaliation for the attacks on
shipping in the Red Sea, Bab al-
Mandab Straitand Gulfof Aden.

Yemen's internationally
recognised government is
based in the southern port of
Adenwhile the Houthis control
much of the north and other

developing countries and their
small and medium-sized enter-
prises. India and South Africa
blocked an attempt to get the
China-inspired pact — Invest-
ment Promotion for Develop-
ment — included in the WTO
even though it had a backing of
more than 120 countries.

Another non-trade issue of
linking trade to gender has also
been successfully opposed. The
declaration noted that women's
economic empowerment and
participation in trade con-
tributes to economic growth and
sustainable development.
“We take note of WTO work,
including in collaboration with
other relevant international
organisations, through activities
such as capacity-building initia-
tives and sharing experience to
facilitatewomen's participation
in trade,” the draft ministerial
declaration said. Instead of tak-
ing a stand on prioritising
MSME in trade, the declaration
noted their role in the economy
of their countries.The WTO took
two new members, Comoros and
Timor Leste, which takes the
total membership of the global
trade body to 166.

Increase
taxes, IMF
tells Pakistan

THE INTERNATIONAL MONE-
TARY fund (IMF) has estimated
that if the recommendations
on personal income tax were
fullyimplemented, it could yield
additional revenues of 0.5%
of the GDP, equivalent to Pak-
istani Rs 500 billion on an
annual basis, The News Interna-
tional reported.

The International Monetary
Fund recommendations to the
Federal Board of Revenue (FBR)
would double the tax burden for
salaried and non-salaried classes
andwould impact the middleand
upper middle-income groups if
accepted, the report said.

The Federal Board of Revenue
has so far collected Pakistani Rs
215 billion from the salaried
class in the first eight months
(July-February) of the current
fiscal year.

It is estimated that the FBR
could fetch approximately Pak-
istani Rs 300 billion from the
salaried class, and the Interna-
tional Monetary Fund's recom-
mendation on personal income
tax could bring additional rev-
enues of Pakistani Rs 500 billion
from both salaried and non-
salaried classes, the report said.

The Washington-based
lender, who has expressed will-
ingness toworkwith the new gov-
ernment in Pakistan following a
fractured poll verdict, has also
recommended lowering the
income threshold for the higher

Shehbaz Sharif set
for second term as
Pak Prime Minister

TOP PML-N LEADER Shehbaz
Sharifis set tobecome the 33rd
prime minister of Pakistan
today, once again leading a
coalition government, amidst
allegations of rigging of polls
and facing staggering eco-
nomicand security challenges.

Shehbaz, who is the joint
candidate of Pakistan Muslim
League-Nawaz (PML-N) and
Pakistan Peoples Party (PPP),
has already submitted his
nomination. His challenger
Omar Ayub Khan of Pakistan
Tehreek-e-Insaf (PTI) too has
filed his papers.

The PML-N president She-
hbaz,72,is theyoungerbrother
of former three-time prime
minister Nawaz Sharif, 74.Vot-
inginthe National Assemblyto
elect the new prime minister
would be held on Sunday,
according to the National
Assembly Secretariat. The suc-
cessful candidate will be
administered the oath of office
on Monday at the Presidential
mansion,Aiwan-e-Sadr.

Shehbaz is known as an
able administrator due to the
swift execution of mega-
development projects while
serving as chief minister of the
Punjab province. However, he
failed to exhibit the qualities
when elevated to serve as
prime minister for a 16-
month stintin 2022.

He faces the menacing
challenges of a fragile econ-
omyand theincreasing threat
of terrorism. His government
would also have to face the
street power of jailed former
prime minister Imran Khan’s
Pakistan  Tehreek-e-Insaf
partywhich had been protest-
ingagainst thealleged rigging
of elections.

In the February 8 polls, the
Sharifs-led party failed to gar-
ner a clear majority, albeit

technically, it is the largest
partywith 75 out of 265 seats.
In a surprise move, the elder
Sharif stepped back in favour
of Shehbaz toallowhim tolead
the coalition as he is believed
to have the knack of taking
along diverse groups in the
polarised country.

The PPP and four smaller
parties have joined the coali-
tion with the PPP supporting
the government from outside
in return for PML-N support
for the election of its senior
leader and former president
Asif Ali Zardarias the president
once again.

Shehbaz Sharif's election as
the prime minister is almost
certain since the PML-N and
PPP's candidates for the
Speaker and the Deputy
Speaker of the National
Assembly were elected on Fri-
daywith a comfortable major-
ity. Shehbaz served as prime
minister of a coalition govern-
ment from April 2022 to
August 2023 before Parlia-
ment was dissolved to hold
general elections.

Quoting “highly placed
sources,” The News Interna-
tional newspaper reported
that President Arif Alvi,
known for his closeness to
Imran Khan, has consented to
administer the oath to the
new prime minister.

Interestingly, President Alvi
had declined - on the pretext
of health problems - toadmin-
ister the oath to Shehbaz Sharif
in April 2022 when he became
the prime minister unopposed
after the ouster of the Imran
Khan government through a
no-confidence vote.

The term for Alvi, a PTI
nominee, already expired last
year but,as per Constitutional
provisions, he will need to
hold the post until the elec-
tion of the new president,
which is set to be held on
March 9.
